Professional tasks undertaken by the Partner

4.2. Reporting on the Partner’s costs
a./ The Partner organization is obliged to report its costs toward the Project promoter with receipted invoices issued to its own name and address or accounting documents of equivalent probative value according to the Hungarian (in case of foreign partner according to the country where the Partner is located) financial laws and regulations .
b./ Reporting the indirect costs:
· If the Project promoter chooses (according to the Grant Contract) to report indirect costs by items the Partner organization should report its agreed share of the indirect costs by items;

5. The rights of results, ownership and use

6. Termination of the Memorandum
6.1 Exceptional termination by the Partner
a./ The Partner can exceptionally terminate the contract only in case of the Project promoter’s serious breach of contract or other reason that makes fulfilling this Agreement impossible for the Partner.

b./ When contemplating extraordinary termination, the Partner organization should initiate consultation with the Project promoter at least 15 days prior to the planned termination to avoid risking the Project.

c./ The notice period – unless otherwise specified – is 60 days within which the Partner has to do every effort to fulfill the contract.

d./ In case of termination, within 8 days after the notice period the Partner on has to write an itemized report for the Project promoter about every material asset used by or assigned to them and hand them over to the Project promoter. The Partner also has to prepare a report supported with professional and financial documents about the professional work it performed.
6.2 Exceptional termination by the Project promoter
a./ The Project promoter can terminate the Agreement if the Partner’s operation or its activity seriously or persistently endangers the financial or professional implementation of the Project.
b./ In case of termination, within 8 days after the notice period the Partner has to write an itemized report for the Project promoter about every material asset used by or assigned to them and hand over them to the Project promoter. The Partner also has to prepare a report supported with professional and financial documents about the professional work it performed.

7. Settlements of disputes and jurisdiction
a./ Parties agree that they try to settle disputes by negotiation and mutual agreement, and they act together to find mutually acceptable solutions. 

b./ Provisions of the Hungarian Civil Code shall be applied in questions not regulated by this agreement 

c./ In case of legal disputes the parties stipulate the jurisdiction of the ……Court.
